Ah, there you are, 0O07. We'd like to give you some idea
of the perils that await you, and before you jet off to save
the world, it might be a good idea to brush up on your
skills and take a look at this training document we've pre-
pared. We've gathered the following information to make
your missions go as smoothly as possible. Good luck!

Controils

It will take a little time to
become familiar with the
various Bond controls.
However, the default control
scheme is the easiest for
most players, though
experts may decide one

of the other schemes is
superior.

There are three types of control setups in this game.
One is for the action portions, where you'll be on foot,
generally equipped with weapons and gadgets. Then
there are the driving portions of the game, where you
control the latest in vehicular technology. Finally, there
are “rail-shooting” stages where you are in a vehicle, but
not driving, allowing you to concentrate solely on the mis-
sion at hand.

Perfect the three types of control (the game manual
has all the details of each type) to obtain the best possi-
ble score. Your country depends on you!

Dif ficulty Settings

There are three difficulty levels for single-player games:
Operative, Agent, and OO Agent. The points awarded
after each mission affect which secret characters, levels,
vehicles, and other rewards are issued. Real agents play
the game on the maost difficult setting, where guards
react faster, and damage you receive is just a little more
severe. At the OO0 Agent level, you won't be able to rely
on your sophisticated auto-aim capability any more. Make
a mistake on the higher levels of difficulty, and it might be
your last!
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Modes of Play

James Bond enjoys a single-player challenge as much as

the next man, but he’s also encouraged to take on foes in
specially created combat zones. Thankfully, this game

doesn’t disappoint-you can play in Single-Player or

Multiplayer mode. Check out the multiplayer chapter later .
in this guide.

Gocret Agent Maneuvers

By now, you should have learned basic control moves,
such as walking forward, aiming, reloading your weapons,
and how to cycle through your Q-Gadgets. But you'll also
need some expert moves to complete the game
unscathed. Here's how to make the most of your

contral pad.

Sidestepping [or Strafing)

Y



Once you have mastered
moving forward, backward,
and turning, try strafing.
Press to sidestep left,
and to sidestep right.
This is an excellent way to
avoid enemy fire.

Circle-Strafing

The most complex of Bond’s maneuvers, this involves mov-
ing in a circular pattern around a position (usually a foe
you are firing at). Start by pressing ®1. As you start to
move to the right, press and hold «. You should now be
moving in a counterclockwise circle. Now adjust your view
so that the enemy you are strafing around always appears
in the targeting reticle in the middle of the screen. That
way, you can continue firing as you circle him.

Attacking Rirborne Foeps

At first, you may have trouble attacking airborne targets.
Going after helicopters is simply a matter of looking up (2]
to target them. The problem comes when you move
around a level while targeting an enemy without looking at
the ground. Keep targeting the enemy, pausing to flick your
view down to check that you're not stuck against scenery
or walls, then look back up and continue to attack.

007 Training

The "Inventory, Armory, and Vehicles” section of this
guide details the weapons best suited for close-range and
long-range combat-essential knowledge for joining any
combat scenario. The Shotgun, for example, is an excel-
lent weapon from a few feet away, but it's useless at
range. Conversely, the Sniper Rifle is excellent at long
range, but terrible in a close-range firefight. Use this
information when selecting a weapon.

Decreasing @ Guard's Accuracy

Finally, you can greatly decrease the chances of being hit
by crouching, lateral movement (such as strafing), and by
quickly moving out of the guard’s line of sight. This only
works temporarily until the guard begins to close in, or
you move into view. Conversely, you can make yourself
more vulnerable to a guard (and increase their accuracy)
by standing still or in an open area, or allowing guards to
target you.

Exploding Barrels

You'll find numerous orange and red barrels throughout
the environment. You can target enemies within range
simply by firing at the barrels. The barrels explode after a
couple of shots, taking out any nearby foes. The wooden
crates eventually explode, but without the force of a bar-
rel, and shooting the compressed-gas canisters on the
forklifts create an impressive explosion. Don't stand near
these barrels yourself-you're just as susceptible to splash
damage as the enemies are!

Splash damage is damage
caused on the peripheries
of an area-of-effect
weapon, such as a Rocket
Launcher. These weapons
cause large explosions.
Don't fire them near walls,
or you'll receive some of
the damage.

The target value is
static; guards that run in after initial firefights do not
count toward the target value.

Amma Efficiency

This is a percentage value, calculated as kills/shots. The
points given to the player is calculated as the player’s
scored percentage of the possible number of points for
the category.

Weapon Accuracy

This is a percentage value, calculated as hits/shots fired.
The points given to the player is calculated as the player’s
scored percentage of the possible number of points for
the category.

Damage Taken

This is a percentage value, calculated as the damage the
player has taken/damage target, which is determined
per mission.

Mission Duration

This is the time the player takes to complete the mission
(not counting cutscenes), with a time target. The player
is scored against the target number; completing the
game within this time limit results in full points. The more
time you take past the goal (up to a maximum time limit),
the lower your points awarded.

The Gold Target score is displayed on the Mission Select
screen. After you receive the Gold Medal, the Platinum
Medal target is displayed on the Mission Select screen
instead of the Gold Medal target.

If you score enough points, a Medal Reward screen
follows the scoring screen that congratulates you on your
success, displays the medal you received, and lists any
other bonuses that this medal unlocks. The early
missions have lower thresholds for medals than later
missions.

Platinum Medals are unlocked by scoring enough
points for a Gold Medal, and collecting all 007 Bonus
Pick-ups in the mission. This is indicated “+ 007"
appearing after the “Target Score” field in the Mission
Select screen.

Special item: 0071 Bonus Pick-UHps

007 Bonus Pick-ups are spinning, floating 007 logos that
appear in each mission if and only if you have previously
earned a gold medal for that mission. Upon replaying the
mission after earning the gold medal, you will find that
there are 007 Bonus Pick-ups scattered throughout the
missions (3-9 Pick-ups per mission). The pick-ups are
placed off the beaten path, and you will need to know the
level very well to find them all.

Nigel Bioch

Bloch is CEO of Identicon

has only a brief dossier in MIB
files. He has apparently led a
respectable life with a num-
ber of professional success- %
es and citations in the field y| .

criminal activity. From cursory

glances at Bloch’'s recent movements, he appears to
be close to Malprave, overseeing many of Identicon’s
activities. Keep a close eye on this man-as he may be
armed and dangerous.

Characters

Caria the Jdackal

No one knows the real name of Carla
the Jackal-an encounter with her is
usually the last. Always available for
hire, Carla appears to have a growing
relationship with Adrian Malprave. Their
intentions are unknown, but she was
last known to be in Eastern Europe, possibly on the
trail of an ex-Indenticon employee named Dr.

Damescu. Carla’s favored weapon is the Windsor FSU-
4.

Bebe and Bella manage security for
Malprave Industries and for Adrian
Malprave personally. Never far from
Malprave’s side, they have long criminal
records and are considered expert in
martial arts and firearms. Don't be
swayed by their considerable charms, O07. Approach
them both with extreme caution. They were last known
to be in Malprave’s head office in the Swiss moun-
tains.

Malprave Security Forces

Previous combat operatives have been
unable to infiltrate and compromise any
of Malprave’s secret facilities. This may
be due to the number of guards she has
that are armed with heavy ammunition.

Malprave Security Force Veterans

Covert combat operatives have noted
stronger, more powerful veterans
training for combat alongside their
lesser brethren. Always without head-
gear, these troops tend to rush head-
long at their foes, firing Shotguns or
Machine Guns. This attack style has
earned them the nickname Berserker
Guards. Backpedal and fire, or strafe around these
foes.

Malprave Security Elite
Forces

Malprave’'s security becomes more and
more impressive as you progress. They
become more proficient at attacking,
and more attack you simultaneously.
The best of Malprave’s forces are the
elite guard, said to guard a secret
Alpine Base high in the Swiss mountains. These indi-
viduals are excellent shots, they work in teams to sur-
round you, and theyre armed with the latest automat-
ic weapons. Approach these enemies with extreme

caution.

Malprave Vehicular Forces

Malprave has a number of troops specially trained in
vehicular combat. Watch out for black sedans and
limousines—their drivers weave to avoid your fire, and
troops fire Machine Guns and Rockets from the
sunroofs. In addition, armored vans thwart your
progress-highly experienced soldiers appear from the
back shutter-doors to attack with Rockets or bullets.
Take out the wheels of these vehicles to minimize the

damage you receive.

Attack
Helicopters

Malprave also employs
civilian helicopters, some-
times armed with Rockets

and utilizing a single side-
mounted troop armed with
Machine Guns.

These airborne units are
extremely maneuverable,
continually fire at your
location, and don’t give up
until you demolish them.
Repel helicopters with all
available ordnance.

Helicopter Gunships

Helicopter gunships are among Malprave’'s most dead-
ly forces. Bristling with Machine Guns and Rocket
chambers, heavily armored, and having almost limit-
less combat potential, this mighty airborne unit causes
more than headaches for even the most seasoned
operative. It does however, have an Achilles’ heel-its
pilot. Aim a Sniper Rifle bullet at the pilot to down the
gunship simply and effectively. If there’s no Sniper Rifle
available, pepper the gunship with Machine Gun fire.




Inventory, Armory, and Vehicles

Throughout your missions, you must utilize a variety of
weapons efficiently and effectively. With this in mind, G-
Branch has made available a complete list of ordnance,
items, vehicles, and other inventory necessary to com-
plete the task at hand.

Please note that some experimental weaponry being
tested at MIB is only available in multiplayer combat, and
is detailed in the Multiplayer chapter. Remember that
some weapons also have a secondary firing feature.

Hand-in-Hand Comhbhat

Use hand-to-hand
combat whenever
possible; it is especially
effective when you need
to be stealthy. A simple
one-two punch in a
continuous movement
around a victim renders
him unconscious in a
matter of seconds.
Usually, if you sneak up
behind an unsuspecting ~

enemy, it will only take a single blow to subdue him. Some
enemies even drop extra items that do not appear when
you dispatch them using ordnance. Remember, hand-to-
hand combat is also your quietest weapon available!

Pisinls

Pistols have a relatively slow rate of fire (slower than
SMGs or Assault Rifles), pack good hitting power per bul-
let, and generally have very good accuracy. However, they
reload slowly, their damage overall can be low, and they
only fire a few bullets before you have to reload. The P2K
tends to be more accurate than the Viper or the
Defender over large distances.

Waolfram P2K

Secondary Feature: Silenced

Designed to be the
next generation of
sidearm for the
German police, this
9mm Pistol sports a
compact design and
smooth firing
mechanism. The
reliable Wolfram P2K
is a fine complement to
any OO agent.

Bond’'s Wolfram P2K can be fitted with a silencer that
screws into the barrel. To toggle use of the silencer,
press G,

The regulation weapon for most missions, the P2K
inflicts minimal damage compared to other weapons, but
it's fastfiring, and features a silencer. Use the silencer
whenever possible-it allows for stealthy infiltrations. Note
that the silenced mode is not available in all missions.

Windsaor Viper

Starting Ammunition: 6
Chamber/Clip Size: 6

There aren’t many
Pistols with more
firepower than the
Windsor Viper. This
large, stainless-steel
Pistol delivers a .44
Magnum bullet with
tremendous penetra-
tion power. The Viper is
limited by its heavy
recoil, which reduces
its rate of fire. = —

Although lacking a secondary feature such as a
silencer, this slow but tremendously powerful Pistol allows
the user to take down enemies in one or two shots. Use
the Viper over close to medium range only.

IAC Defender

Starting Ammunition: 6
Chamber/Clip Size: 6

Rate of Fire: 2 rounds per second
Secondary Fire: None

Developed for the
Israeli military, the IAC
fires a .44 Magnum
shell with reasonable
accuracy over shorter
ranges, thanks to a
gas-powered blowback
system. This weapon
can devastate targets,
but the recoil hinders
rapid firing. - -

This weapon, equally as power‘ful as the ferocious
Viper, is perfect for taking out close- to medium-range
enemies that are lightly armed and armored.

n
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Machine Guns

Standard issue to Malprave’s troops and devastating at
close quarters, Machine Guns are suited to those wishing
to attack multiple enemies at mid- to close range without
running out of time. This weapon takes down numerous
enemies prior to a reload. Of course, fast firing also
means rapid bullet usage, so be wary about expending too
much ammunition in the combat zone. Generally, SMGs
have a very high rate of fire (fastest in the game), light
hitting power per bullet, and poor accuracy.

Rockets and grenades cause splash damage; that is,
they wound everyone in the immediate area around the
target. This enables you to plant projectiles between
troops or near to exploding barrels to cause added
damage, but keep a safe distance.

In addition, use the Rocket Launcher to gain extra
height in a jump by employing a technigue known as
Rocket{jumping. When you want to jump to higher

The actual surface needed for the Q-Claw to attach to
is easy to spot-it is a small, round, gold mesh with a gold
metal surrounding. Locate one of these in a mission, and
target it with it point. While the Q-Claw pulls you, you can
remove weapons and get ready for combat-the G-Claw
automatically recoils after use, and you can aim it at
practically any distance.

N-Laser

Each OO agent also
carries the G-Laser. When
activated, the Q-Laser
emits a short-range laser
with tremendous cutting
power. This tool is useful
for breaking locks, opening
portals, and snapping
chains. The Q-Laser is
standard issue for all OO0
agents and is carried in every assignment.

If you spot a large silver padlock, produce the Q-Laser
and cut it. This usually frees a hostage or opens a locked
door or hatchway. Be aware that you can'’t relock a
hatchway once opened, so take care when lasering areas
underneath you. You can also employ the laser at longer
distances and melt any lock you can see clearly.

0-Spoecs

These spectacles reveal
what's hidden behind
doors, hatches, and pan-
els. When activated, they
reveal hidden compart- G
ments and chambers.
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Place the glasses on, and the entire view becomes blue.
However, secret panels are shown in a lighter color, and
rooms behind the panels are also visible.

O-Camera

This tiny tool of the spy
trade should come in
handy. Select the camera
and point it so that the
subject is in the center of
the screen. Press the
button to take a snapshot.
Fortunately, there is a limit-

less supply of film for this
device, so you may fire off “test” photos prior to
snapping pictures of evidence. If you take a photo of
particular interest, you will be informed the instant this
occurs. Do make sure the object you're photographing is
in the middle of the picture!

0-Remote

A green pulse allows you to
either memorize or use the
device. A red pulse indi-
cates it can only be used
after you find its matching
remote, which should be
pulsing green. In other
words, using the G-Remaote
in front of a green pulse
will either activate it or allow the GQ-Remote to memorize
it so you can then activate the matching devices on

Since most vehicles
operate with electronically

controlled fuel injection
systems, the Q-Pulse stops
them in their tracks.

The enemy vehicle
must be within a few meters for the device to work.

0-Vision

Q-Vision goggles reveal all
sources of heat. They are a
good means of detecting a
running engine in the dark,
or an enemy lurking on a
rooftop.

0-Smoke

Use @-Smoke to put up a
smoke screen.

Finally, there are a number of items that are sometimes
vital, and always useful. When you obtain them, they are
automatically applied to your inventory, weapon, or
Armor. If you cannot carry them (due to your inventory
being stocked full of a particular item]), the object
remains in view.

Armaor

These suits of padded
Kevlar body Armor increase
your damage resistance as
shown on the Armor

Meter. Each hit you take
removes a unit from your
Armor Meter. Only pick up
Armaor after you neutralize all immediate threats—you can
return to pick up Armor if you need it later. Beware:
Armor is sparse.
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Every human enemy drops a weapon-usually a gun.
Picking up dropped weapons is the only way to build up
your arsenal, so when you down an enemy, check the
area for his weapon.

You may wish to stay in populated areas to take out
more bad guys and collect more ammunition for your
weapons. If you find a weapon you already have, you gain
ammunition instead of a duplicate weapon.

Alternatively, you can rush the guard. You must have a
clear shot-you can’t hit him through the glass of the
door.

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Under the pseudonym “Mr. Somerset”, Bond converses
with a striking young woman called Bebe. There's another
one of her-this one seems to be called Bella.

Embassy, and as soon as you take a couple of steps for-
ward, an armored bus hurtles along the street to your
left and rams the front gate. Terrorists pour out and
attempt to shoot their way into the consulate!

Start by affixing the
silencer to the tip of your
P2K. Now move forward,
heading directly for the
building with the porch
containing the two planters.
Prepare for combat.

Move forward to the euro-style cars parked against the
curb, and sidestep left until you spot a terrorist kneeling
behind the third car. Be extremely careful-this enemy
carries Grenades, and he's not afraid to throw them!

Classified Informatinn-Mission Overview

Time to test out Mr. Bond’'s most famous Q-tweaked roadster, the Aston Martin
DBS. This classic has upgraded enhancements.

Using the map and following the radar is imperative in this mission, because it is
easy to get lost in the narrow cobbled streets of Bucharest. Follow the directions
here, and don't take a wrong turn.

Bond appropriates a battle tank on his way to deliver a Data Chip to R-now is the
time to make the most of the Chain Gun, and learn each enemy’s movements—espe-
cially when they come into view.

you hit an obstacle you'll slow slightly, but you won't
damage the car.

As the roads from the Y-
junction merge back into
one, a limousine with a sun-
roof henchman armed with
a Machine Gun pulls out in
front of you, weaving and
attempting to slow you
down.

When firing Rockets, launch them where the limo is
going, not at its current location.

As you enter another downhill stretch just past the
bridge, two more sedans join in the fun; one in front of
you, the other behind.

A vertical trek up a giant oil rig is only the beginning of the challenges in this
mission-there’s much to explore and avoid, and a general feeling of being over-
whelmed by enemy forces.

If you make it to the Machine Gun nest in time, try to hit
the gunship before it leaves. A single well-placed Sniper
Rifle round to the pilot is much more effective than
denting the gunship’s Armor with countless rounds of
fire. When combat ends, turn and walk to the red ladder
behind the Machine Gun nest. Q-Laser the lock and
climb up.

There are three ways to take care of the two Berserker
Guards without having to scrape what's left of Zoe
Nightshade off the deck. \WWe'll cover the less safe alter-
natives first. Move onto the deck, where you can see the
enemies, and produce a precise firing weapon (the Sniper
Rifle or UGW). Carefully fire at each guard. Hit any bar-
rel, and the entire deck explodes, which is bad.

At the top, there’s an enemy directly ahead of you. Tag
him as you climb out, then swing right and fire on the
second guard. Quickly Q-Laser the crew member from
her bondage. She opens the doors to the depth charge
bay below, where Zoe is being held.

Before you leave, locate the
console with the missile
launch program on it, and
retrieve the information with
your @-Remote. Then, walk
through the door and check
out Zoe’s location. She’s
dangerously close to highly
explosive depth charges!

The second plan is even more foolhardy, and it involves
you grabbing the hook, sliding down onto the deck, and
facing both guards at close quarters. The potential for
exploding depth charges is enormous (both from your
foe's weapons and your own), so only choose this method
if you're feeling extremely lucky.

The third plan involves minimum ammo expenditure and
no harm to Zoe. Move around the crates on the top
deck, and discover a hole. Drop through it onto a lower
deck, then move forward, dropping onto the roof of a
control room overlooking the depth charges and Zoe.

All of the weapons in the single player Bond experience are
available in multiplayer.

Fire the Golden Gun once, and
your enemy keels over.

Keep a steady arm, and make
sure you have a clear shot; this weapon reloads slowly.

When you're defending against the Golden Gun, either charge
headlong at the carrier, and hope he or she misses you (which is
possible if you've already wounded the enemy), or collect all of the
Golden Gun’s limited ammunition (gold boxes of bullets). =

Grenade Launcher

Starting Ammunition: 10

Chamber/Clip Size: 10/5 =
Rate of Fire: 0.78/2

Secondary Feature: Cluster Grenade

This Grenade Launcher is one
of the most powerful weapons
in the British military. The pri-
mary firing mode is to lob
Grenades. The Grenades fire in
an arc determined by the firing
angle of the gun, just like in the
single-player game. (The farther
up you aim, the farther the
Grenade travels, unless you're
looking directly up. Then the
Grenade drops back down near your feet.)

The secondary firing mode, the Cluster Grenade, doesn't
explode, but rather shatters into six separate Grenades that
explode, creating a massive blanket explosion. Switch between
the two types of Grenades when you want to surprise an enemy
who'’s chasing you, or when you want to cause a mass explosion
at the feet of a charging foe.

If a cluster Grenade hits its target before hitting the ground,
it explodes for an instant takedown. Stand where you can see all
incoming enemies, and lob cluster Grenades a few feet in front
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of advancing enemies. When they get wise to this, let them
chase you, then turn and lob Grenades as you run up steps.

Defending against a Grenade Launcher is difficult-we suggest
running at your opponent with your Shotgun, or locating a
Grenade Launcher yourself and returning the favor.

Photon Cannon [MIG Experimental)

Starting Ammunition: 5
Chamber/Clip Size: 51

Rate of Fire: 1.5 rounds per second
Secondary Fire: Blanket Fire

The Photon Cannon is the lat-
est in a long line of the British
military’s attempts to create
next-generation weapons. The
primary firing mode launches a
Photon Torpedo that homes in
on the target and cuts it down,
meaning you don’t need an
exact lock-on to fire—just pull
the trigger while you're evading,
and let the Torpedo do the
rest. If it connects, expect an instant takedown.

However, if the enemy runs around a corner or by low arch-
ways or vertical beams, the Torpedo may miss. It may take
three or four shots before you hit your target. Therefore, this
weapon is best suited to wide-open areas.

To employ the secondary firing feature-hold the fire button
for one second, and for each half second after that (while
you're still holding it), the cannon builds energy. Release the fire
button to fire one to five bolts. These are not homing
Torpedoes, but they cause blanket eruptions that can down two
enemies at once. The problem? Finding a wide enough area to
fire it in. Narrow corridors aren’t the best place to fire this
from-you’ll hit the walls.

These mines come with a 3-Remote. Place them on walls, ceil-
ings, and floors. When placed, they sit dormant until the player
triggers the @-Bemote, which detonates all of the mines. You
can place a maximum of six Detonator Mines at a time.

also detonate these mines by shooting them-an excellent tactic
to use as an enemy passes a distant location. Detonator Mines
are most useful when placed in a cluster on an inside corner so
the enemy can't see it until it is too late.

Proximity Mines

You can place these mines on walls, ceilings, and floors.
Internal sensors detect someone is nearby, then the mine deto-
nates. You can place a maximum of six Proximity Mines at a
time-place more than six, and the first one you placed deto-
nates. You can also detonate Proximity Mines by shooting them.
Place them in high-traffic areas, in dark spots out of view, and
in areas where enemies like to hide. Just don't spend too long
planting a mine-two seconds after placing it, it can explode and
take you out if you're still nearby!

Trip Mines

Place Trip Mines on walls, ceilings, and floors. They emit a
laser, which when broken, detonates the mine. You can place a
maximum of six Trip Mines at a time—place more than six, and
the first one you placed detonates. You can also shoot these
mines to detonate them. Position Trip Mines around corners or
in high-traffic areas to ensure detonation. Especially cunning
agents will place these mines at the top of ladders.

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More extensive information on the Q-Claw can be found in the
“Q-Labs-Inventory, Armory, and Vehicles” section. Unlike the sin-
gle-player Q-Claw, this device sticks to any surface, and can be

retracted at any time.

This device allows you to cover large distances efficiently,
climb to high alcoves and cover without Rocket-Jumping, or
stick to sheer walls (if you keep the Gadget Activation button
held). While hanging from a wall, rain fire on unsuspecting foes.
Move from wall to wall to evade enemy fire.

This device acts like the Q-Jet in the single-player missions,
enabling short leaps upward for a couple of seconds. However,
there is one important difference-this Q-Jet has limitless fuel.
Each time you use the device, the fuel is used up as normal,
but is replenished a couple of seconds later.

Power-lps

These shields with “O07" emblazoned on them give a temporary
boost to the player that picks them up. All power-ups last 30
seconds, and respawn every 120 seconds.
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The player’s damage is three
times as powerful with this
power-up. This one is amusing
when used with the Grenade
Launcher!

Players who have this power-up
are three times as resistant to
attack as normal players.
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This power-up continually
regenerates the player’s Armaor
until it is fully recharged. The
Armor is increased by 10
percent every half second. The
Healing power-up does not
directly heal a character.

The player with this power-up

becomes completely invisible.

While the player is invisible he
still casts a shadow, and firing
weapons gives away the play-

er’'s position.

The player’s speed is increased
by 150 percent, including run-
ning and firing weapons. This
power-up makes slower-firing
ordnance more deadly.

The player that possesses this
power-up is invulnerable to any
form or attack. Players that
have Armor are completely
covered in metallic plating.

Players with Boots can jump
many times higher than nor-
mal, and hang in the air as if
they were in a low-gravity envi-
ronment. Only the very skilled
can master this power-up,
because players hanging in
midair are very vulnerable to
attack. Try using a Rocket or a




Shotgun to hit someone while you're wearing the Boots. The
enemy flies backwards!

Modifiers
Friendly Fire

Cooperative missions (such as Protect the Flag) take on a
whole new meaning when the friendly fire affects you. Don’t
attempt lying in ambush on either side of a corridor with
Grenades.

Full Arsenal [uniockahlin)

Players spawn in with all weapons in their inventory. This modifi-
er promotes a higher level of game action, because players
never need to spend time finding better weapons.

Golden Bullet

When this madifier is selected, the mission has no weapons or
ammo pick-ups. All players spawn in with the Golden Gun, which
has nearly infinite ammo, no auto-aim, and is a one-shot-kill
weapon.

Low Gravity

The environment’s gravity changes to low-gravity, allowing play-
ers to leap as if on the surface of the moon. Extremely enter-
taining, this sharpens your aiming skills to no end.

ne Shot

All weapons used in the mission are one-shot kill weapons.

Persistent Weapons

A weapon is added to the players inventory, but stays on the
ground. If the player already has that weapon, it won't be picked
up. This madifier discourages players from camping (lying in
wait) at a particular spot, and ensures that newly spawned play-
ers can pick up a weapon.

Random Weapons

Weapon pick-ups are replaced with boxes that give players ran-
dom weapons. Players can only carry one weapon at a time.
When you run over another, the contents of that box replaces
your current weapon.

Safe Restart

This madifier forces players to spawn at the farthest location
from all other players. This modifier all but prevents players
from dying instantly. On the downside, it slows gameplay. This
madifier is very useful on smaller maps.

Increase or decrease the players’ speed to speed up or slow
down gameplay. Slowing down allows snipers to practice their
fire, while speeding up causes combat to be frantic.

No Falling Damage

When this maodifier is set the player will incur no falling
damage. This madifier is effectively used with rocket jumping
and Q-clawing.

Multiplayer
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Players can choose from four
different teams: Red, Blue,
Green, and Gold. Once a player
joins a team, the player’s screen
border and radar-blip are dis-
played in the team color. A tar-
geted player’'s name is displayed
in that player’'s team color.

By default, team members
cannot damage one another.
However, turning on the Friendly
Fire option makes all players vulnerable. This can make for a
more challenging and exciting form of team play. Teams can be
composed of one to three players. You can play all game modes
except Top Agent cooperatively. Each member of the team
scores points, and those points make up the team total. The
Results screen offers a per-player breakdown of all scoring.

Multiplayer Tactics

Use these strategies to maximize your chance of victory.

Lo for Your Guns

The first plan of action in any multiplayer game is to locate one
or two suits of Armor. Attacking or defending without the bene-
fit of Kevlar is foolish. Then, as soon as you find Armor, look for
the most powerful weapon in the level. These are usually locat-
ed on high or hard-to-access areas.
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Before taking up roost in a high place (such as the roof of a
building) to snipe at the enemy, collect both a Sniper Rifle and
Grenades (either the Grenade Launcher or the FSU-4). This
way, you can spend time aiming at enemies, and if they get to
close, slip out of view, or attempt to charge, you can retaliate in
two ways-with single-shot precision, or by covering a large area
with minimal aiming.

Siaying Serpentine

The mark of a great multiplayer is the ability to wind through
enemy fire without getting a scrape. First, you need to learn to
sidestep out from cover and back again while keeping your tar-
get in the center of your screen. Then, if you want to charge an
opponent or are evading a sniper, run in an unpredictable zigzag
pattern. Make yourself difficult to hit.

Predicting Your Opponent

There’s nothing more satisfying than landing a Grenade on an
opponent 50 feet from your location with a single lob. Learning
to fire at where your enemy will be and not where he is (prima-
rily with projectile weapons), is a skill you must learn quickly.
When you spot a foe running, launch a Rocket or Grenade at
where your opponent will be when the ordnance connects; oth-
erwise you'll be too late with your shots. This also works in
close combat with Machine Guns-if your opponent is running
down steps, wait until he rounds the corner, and start firing just
before the enemy appears.

Gotting Up Camp
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Frowned on by many gamers, camping (staying in one sec:ur‘-tj‘)h
place for long periods of time and tagging enemies from there)
takes the fun out of multiplay. But if you're in this game to win,

by all means claim a spot hidden from view (especially if you

have the Cloak power-up), usually high up, and tag people with -
Grenades, sniper rounds, or Rockets. Move every so often to
another spot. Ignore the whining of your fellow players-who said
multiplayer was fair?

Screepn Test

When two to three other people are all staring at the same
game screen, any player can see where others are, stalling any
ambushes or escape plans. Before a firefight, check the health
and ammo of your intended victim-you can then calculate your
chances in the combat zone. This isn't in the spirit of British
manners, but there’s a lot at stake here.

To keep people from finding your location, run to a safe spot or
ambush point, and then look directly at the floor. With only cob- _—
blestones or metal sheeting to guide them, your opponents

won't know where you are until it's too late. Don't spend the
entire game looking at your feet, though-check your opponent’s
screen, and react to where they are.
Damage Control

Although there is a constant supply of Armor, there is no health :
available in multiplayer games, meaning you'll eventually fall to your 5y
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opponent. If you're too proud to give even one point to your
opponent, you might consider in-game suicide—if you're badly
damaged, simply launch a Rocket at your feet. You lose a point,
and start again with partial health, ready to take down the enemy.

Guard Duty

He who grabs the large weapon usually wins. Grenade
Launchers, Rocket Launchers, Sniper Rifles, and other highly
damaging weapons are hotspots for incoming enemies. If you
patrol these areas, securing them so only you have access to
the best weapons, you gain an excellent advantage. If you're the
only player with Rockets, you have a greater chance of demal-
ishing your foes.

Backing Lip

It takes a couple of days of constant play to fully learn the lay-
outs of the 12 multiplayer levels. Try running through entire lev-
els backward. Why? It aids your maneuvering capabilities, and
allows you to gun down enemies who think they’re chasing you.
If you can back up into Armor or a more powerful weapon while
shooting at a charging opponent, you'll be unstoppable!

Easy Pickings

The last plan of multiplayer action is the most cunning of all,
although it only works when you're playing against two or
three opponents. While two of your enemies are engaged in a
fierce battle, stay nearby, but out of sight. Just before one of
them falls, wade in with weapons blazing, and take out both
of the wounded players. That's two frags for the ammo
expenditure of one!

Bols

The Nintendo GameCube and Microsoft Xbox consoles have an
added gameplay bonus for fans of multiplayer—the inclusion of
Bots. This bonus does not appear in the PlayStation 2 version. Bots
are computer-controlled opponents that react like humans. The
British Secret Service uses them to bring operatives up to speed.
The following information describes customizing Bots, details the
multiplayer maps featuring Bots, and offers tactics to defeat them.

Bot Benefils

Playing against Bots has several benefits over playing against
human opponents. You can set their threat level and practice
your own multiplayer tactics without revealing your strategies to
other human players. Finally, all multiplayer maps are presented
on a single screen when playing against Bots, making it a lot
easier to see the levels in their entirety.

Bot Availability

Bots are available in two of the
four multiplayer game modes:
Combat Training and Top
Agent. They are not available
when playing Protect the Flag
or Anti-Terrorist Training.

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Team deathmatches are great
fun, especially if your Bot is
"Hard" and aggressive! Stick by
your Bot companion. Not only will
you learn all their Bot tricks (such
as where they like to hide), but
you can provide covering fire, too!

Aggression ranges from Low to
Medium to High, with Medium
being the default setting.
Enemies on Low aggression
tend to stay back, evaluating
combat, shooting from range,
or waiting for an enemy to
ambush. High aggression ene-
mies swarm at you immediately
with guns blazing and little
regard for their own safety.

You also can set up double
ambush points inside levels,
with your companion on one
side of a doorway, and you on
another. If friendly fire is off, you
can attack enemies walking into
your zone from both sides, giv-
ing them little chance to react!

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The Top Agent option lets you
play a multiplayer Bot match
with slightly different rules, but
the strategies learned from the
level tactics still apply.

Bot Tactics

Finally, choose a character
model for each Bot. Remember
that models with darker col-
oration, such as Bloch, are
more difficult to spot in the
shadows, and this does make a
difference in combat.

Although some level-specific tac-
tics work better when playing
against Bots, the previous
strategies offered all work well.



Of course, lacking human
\ - | foibles, Bots do have some

* | advantages and disadvantages.
They rarely make mistakes.
They don't accidentally fall off
ledges, and they always know
where they are going.

However, Bots tend to keep fir-
ing at one target until it is dis-
patched. This means Bots are
easy to defeat when they're
engaged in combat and you
sneak up from behind. You usu-
ally can score a kill without a
Bot turning from a firefight and

Can
they all be defended so you're
not overrun? If so, then this is
a great spot to take out Bots
from, as long as you can hide
from their gunfire as well!

Check behind the broken brickwork to find a couple of barrels
packed with explosives—shoot the barrels once with any weapon,
and the wall section immediately to the right of it blows out.

From here, you can storm in and grab that heavy suit of Armor,
and then retreat outside. If the enemy catches you, it's very
easy to become trapped in this area, so immediately head for
more open spaces. However, if you weren't seen, this makes a
reasonable sniping spot.

You can grab a more impressive power-up on the lowest level,
near the vertical support struts. Simply aim and fire at the
loose stone switch (shown in the screenshot), and the iron grat-
ing opens. Move in and out quickly; the grate descends soon. If
you're stuck, aim and fire at the stone again.

The many struts and curved corners make ambushing easy and
reliable. Try fixing mines to the interior walls so they explode as
an enemy rounds the corner, or stay on the bottom level in a

darker corner near the central steps and leap out to attack
when a foe wanders in. There is Armor here-another reason to
guard the area on the bottom level, near the central steps.

Go to the top level. You have a commanding view of the entire
zone.

Blackshaw Merse is a settlement taken over by the British
Ministry of Defense, and used extensively to train troops for
urban warfare. The local inhabitants have been relocated, and
the main village square turned into a training ground. A large
arena to one side, a couple of smaller open areas, and a
ramped road make sniping and ambushes excellent choices in
this area.
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Usually, enemies are spawned in the town square. From there,
it is only a short jog to the Tjunction. Locate this area immedi-
ately, and guard it once you have the Rocket Launcher. Use the
Launcher’s secondary fire function to fire around corners and at
moving enemies. You can cause massive devastation with this
weapon. Grab it!

The other area of interest in this area (aside from the Armor on
the steps near the fountain, and the fountain itself, which is the
best source of cover in this open area) is the dark alcove behind
the pile of crates near the motorway signs. Here you have a
commanding view of the dip in the road, and a clear path from
the Rocket Launcher into the fountain arena. Set up with the
Sniper Rifle in this area for excellent results, particularly in three-
and four-player modes, moving behind the boxes for cover.

The area to the left of the sloping road is a great hiding spat.
Pick up the Sniper Rifle, the power-up, and more ammunition,
then patrol the zone. The number of cross streets may appear
to be high, but its really only two paths intersecting. This means
that you can hide from the approaching Rocket, sidestep out
from cover to fire, then step back.

The Blackshaw Merse Abbey, an ancient ruined monastery, has
many secrets, including a large wine cellar—a secret chamber
deep beneath the Abbey. In the Wine Cellar, you'll discover the
joys of Grenade-Launcher combat for the first time. Again, two
main courtyard areas are connected by two corridor areas and
a central trap, where you must recover the Grenade Launcher
with skill and timing.

The pillared courtyard houses Armor and the PS100-perhaps
the most impressive Machine Gun in the game. Combat here
could involve either this weapon or the Shotgun, and the pillars
allow you step into cover while circling around your enemy. This
is also an area to patrol, guarding the PS100 and watching for
enemy incursions from the three exits.

The opposite area is a wide open, raised courtyard-by far the
best place to stand in this level. You can almost instantly spot
incoming enemies, the area is deep enough to allow you to
retreat backwards and not be caught in gunfire, there’'s Armor
just down the steps, and if you're armed with the Grenade
Launcher, you can lob Grenades. There are even extra
Grenades near the left-hand steps in the central arena! Stay
here and guard the Grenade Launcher.
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Your character can die in seconds in the middle arena, but the
prize is worth it-a Grenade Launcher is up for grabs here! Drop
into the large wooden cask, grab the Grenade Launcher and
extra Armor, then climb the ladder and escape before an enemy
starts the crushing mechanism. The two metal wheels (one on
each courtyard) start the crushing. Also watch out when walk-
ing around the side of the cask-even a glancing blow from the
crushing mechanism takes you out. If you see a foe in the cask,
crush him as he climbs the steps. If the enemy is at the top of
the cask, he drops the Grenade Launcher, which you can claim
without risk.

The next areas of note are the two branching passages that
lead from the pillared courtyard near the Armor, down steps, to
a side entrance to the central chamber. Here you find two pas-
sages—one with a power-up and ammunition, the other with a
UGW and a spike trap. Coax a chasing enemy in here and finish
him with Grenades in this cramped space, or try sneaking to
one of the courtyards using this route.

The other connecting passage at the opposite end of the map
links the area where you find the PS100 to the Armor area
before you ascend the steps to the open courtyard. The top of
the steps in the pillared courtyard is a great ambush spot, as is
hiding against the wall near the Armor, waiting for a foe to drop
down, and then taking them down from behind.
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Lob Grenades in high arcs from the open courtyard to hit every
enemy you see coming. Alternatively, if stealth is your style,
grab the UGW and prowl the pillared courtyard, hiding and tag-
ging those ascending to this area. Finally, try running at an
enemy with the Shotgun blazing-enemies armed with projectiles
can’t respond as fast as fast as you can shoot. This is the only
effective way to remove a Grenade lobber from a courtyard
(aside from using Grenades yourself.

The orange color of this area’s walls was designed to instill
anger and hostile responses from those engaged in combat.
The majority of the fighting takes place in a giant linked arena
with a covered middle arch and two walkways around the top.
At one end, a conveyor belt snakes around to a smaller arena
and another platform corridor. This is the first opportunity to
use the Q-Claw-make the mast of it.

The main area of combat in this
zone is the giant arena. Start by
finding the most powerful

~| weapon (usually the Rocket
Launcher in the middle). Firing at

be hit through this, so be careful. Finally, remember the eleva-

/’ balcony-although the Q-Claw makes this necessary only for
coaxing an enemy into a trap.

Q-Clawing is a joy-you can even clamp yourself to the ledge

above the middle arch, and hang there waiting for an opponent

Machine Gun fire. Also use G-Claws to scoot up to the balcony
~that runs around most of this level. The balcony linking both

arenas holds Armor, making a quick rappel upwards a great

means of escape.

Ground combat in the arenas is as fraught as it is frantic. Using
an Assault Rifle up close works just as well as a Rocket Launcher

route—standing in the middle of either arena is courting disaster.

There’s also a side arena that houses the Grenade Launcher
and ammunition, and is a great back entrance to the main
room. Standing and watching either entrance allows you to lob
Grenades or fire homing Rockets around walls. The balcony
above is a great place to ambush or take a breather.

Finally, utilize the conveyor belt system in this zone, even though
the corridor is narrow and can be a deathtrap if numerous
Grenades are lobbed in. @Q-Claw along the conveyor instead of
running to reach the corner, where there's a power-up. There's
another at the far end in the main area. Use this as an escape
route, or to sneak around from the large or small arena and
quickly attack.

This formidable castle is
shaped like a shield with tall
towers on every corner, and a
moat surrounding it, and it saw |
no conqueror until King
Edward’s siege in 1300.
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As part of the MIB Training
Area, the castle ruins are used
for agent training. The tall open
structure is ideal for learning G-
Jet maneuvers and advanced
weaponry. Although it's a nar-
row level, its height makes jet-
ting of paramount importance.

Head around the balcony, using cover if you encounter an

enemy (you can always escape onto the courtyard), and collect —
items. Wait for your opponent to drop into the courtyard, then

take him out from higher ground. The stone walls act as cover.

Starting in the lower level of the grassy arena, this is the place
for a power-up, and some fancy flying courtesy of the Q-Jet.
Practice your leaps here, both around the courtyard, and up
into the circular balcony running all the way around the level.

Try lying in wait at the top of the highest steps in the ruined

alcove with the suit of Armor. In fact, any location with a com- /
manding view of the level allows you to watch your enemies, and -
then strike when they are vulnerable. Getting as high up as you

can enables you to see more of the level, and your victims have

to strain their necks to find you. Just plan an escape route

before you camp.

Combat usually takes place in the middle of the level.
Remember that you now have an additional escape
route-upwards, thanks to the Q-Jet. Utilize this ability if the situ-
ation looks grim. Also, aim down at opponents as you jump to
tag them while they try to aim at you.

The stone walls and the narrow corridors between them are
perfect for laying mines. Choose corners, high-traffic areas, and
the tops of stairs.

Located in the southern sector of Campbell Industrial Park, the
Cooling Station provides an intense, multi-level training experi-
ence for advanced recruits. In disrepair since its post-WWII
decommissioning, and no longer cooling the adjacent power
plant, the British Secret Service acquired this facility in 1978.
Although water still runs through the pipes, it is only to estab-
lish the deafening and often confusing industrial atmosphere
that agents in the field face everyday. Trainees have to master
aerial assaults, Trip Mine placement and avoidance, and the
prospect of taking fire from any angle.

This zone features doors that open, allowing you to wait and lis-
ten for the enemy. Stand in a corridor when you know an enemy
is approaching, wait for the door to open, and fire-you have the
advantage of surprise, and you can cut down a foe in moments.

Although the level looks vast, it is only three chambers. There's
an initial area in the middle, joined by four corridors. Two corri-
dors |lead to one chamber, and two to another of the same
size. There’s a second floor that has balconies instead of
rooms. Once you realize this and can recognize which room is
which (one side room has an elevator, the other a spiral stair-
case), finding your way around becomes much easier.

The corridors are a good place to ambush using Machine Guns
or Assault Rifles. The corridors are narrow, sometimes feature
blind corners, and can be confusing for your opponent if he is
running and gets lost. Wait in the corridors until a door opens,
and then pounce.

One of the two side rooms has an elevator. Use it-there’s
Armor and a power-up on the balcony it leads to. Otherwise,
prowling this zone isn't a good plan. The bottom floor is
recessed, allowing an enemy to charge in from the corridors
and target you-there’s only one cooling pipe to hide behind! Stay
on the top floor of this chamber.
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The other room doesn’t feature quite as impressive a balcony
as the first (there’s only one suit of Armor to take), but the

What was once a proud medieval monastery is now a ghost of

its former self. The Abbey ruins are now home to
combat veterans intent on utilizing their skills in

arena combat and perfecting fighting in narrow,

high corridors. The Abbey is two huge chambers
with exits along one wall, and a small maze of
interlocking corridors with one chamber over-
looking a basement area.

™o
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The initial chamber on the slightly lower level is large, and has
two entrances leading up to the corridor area on one side, an
exit from the lower level, and a corridor around the back of the
main area. Combat in such a wide open space requires some
special ordnance such as a rapid-fire Machine Gun or well-
aimed Rocket. Shotguns at midrange just won't cut it, so run
toward enemies here-there’s plenty of room to show off your
strafing and dodging techniques.

Moving up into the criss-cross of corridors, ramps lead to
another large arena-like room, but the corridors themselves are
where you can have some fun, even with the weapon you enter
the game with the Shotgun. Close-range Shotgun and Machine
Gun fire is best, because Rockets are a little difficult to fire on
the move. The many walls provide hiding places and cover.

The second arena is similar in size to the other first one, aside
from the gaping hole in the middle. The hole allows you to peer
into the basement of the Abbey, and aim at the enemies in
there. Simply step back if they start firing, and watch for foes
charging into the arena from the corridor entrances.
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Drop into the basement, where a number of choice items are
available, including the power-up. Spend a bit of time in the
basement, or perhaps use the exterior walls as cover-wait for
an opponent to jump down from the ramp, and then attack. You
can also guard the end of the initial arena from one end of the
basement, and stand on the ramp to launch a surprise attack
on enemies charging down the ramp. All in all, the basement is
a reasonable spot to stay.

The only way out of the base-
ment is a long narrow corridor
that leads to the initial main
arena. A narrow wall leads to a
suit of Armor, but watch
out-you can be attacked from
above, from the arena, and
even by enemies following you
out of the basement!

Stepping out from the base-
ment to the arena usually
results in an attack. It's

the arena, and the narrow
dead-end corridor can be a
death trap.

If you want an alternative route from the arena to the corridor
complex, head for the exit in the initial arena on the exterior
wall. This leads up and around a corner, and ends at the high-
est point in the level. This is great for sneaking up on enemies,
and the view from the gap overlooking the basement exit and
arena is perfect to stage an ambush.

Only a few miles from the Cooling Station, the Arsenal is the
staple of MIB explosives training. Originally a small munitions
plant used toward the end of WWII, this semi-subterranean
industrial building, with its tight hallways, provides realistic com-
bat encounters in which both conventional small arms and
experimental explosives play a decisive role. Agents must learn
to both avoid and utilize the pressurized steam pipes through-
out the Arsenal.

There’'s more to firing at pipes than meets the eye. When
you're standing on the middle section, on top of the area with
the two blue tunnels, shoot the pipes at the end. Steam
escapes, and continues to do so throughout the game. If you
hear steam escaping, but you're not in that area, you know that
anaother player has entered the steam area.

i
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Never use ladders in this level-they are difficult to climb off of.
Instead, employ the Q-Claw to ascend and descend-the central
area and the steps up to the top balcony are perfect for the G-
Claw. Take care firing the claw and becoming stuck halfway
through a maneuver.

Drop from the “+"-shaped platform, and you discover mines,
Armor, and great weapons in the blue pipe section beneath.
There are two exits—a short tunnel leading to another balconied
area away from the main action, and a curved pipe leading to
steps and an entrance leading back to the central area. Both
areas are great for waiting for enemies to emerge from the
tunnels, but watch your step as you do so. The power-up and
items in this lower level are worth the risk.

This is an excellent level on which to use mines-learn where
your opponents emerge or drop from, and then place a mine
there. The tops of ladders, on the floor around corners, and on
the floor at the top of steps are effective places to plant mines.

The area adjacent to the pipes—a storeroom with many boxes-is
a great place to fight with Machine Guns or Shotguns, and the
crates provide excellent cover. Hide behind crates, wait for your
victim to run past, then chase him down, firing as you go.

Located close to the town of Blackshaw Merse, the Harbor
area has long been closed to fishing boats, and even the Coast
~_____Guard is not allowed near-live weapons training is continuous in

this zone. Three buildings (two of them close together), a criss-
cross of wooden planks, and a square balcony provide ample
space to hide, charge, attack, and snipe. In fact, this is a
sniper’s paradise, with three Sniper Rifles available.

The building to one side of the interlocking passages and the
other buildings is important. Open the doors in the building to
get from one raised balcony to another without walking the
planks below, and find the rather PS100 in the building itself.
Go up either of the ladder entrances to the roof, which holds a
Sniper Rifle and two boxes of ammo. Climb here with Grenades
as backup, and move slowly, targeting enemies below. You're
sure to rack up the points.

... Diagonally across from the solitary building are two more build-
ings. The farthest one has a ladder leading to the underside of
the main balcony-a great place to escape to and from. Head
out of the door toward the first building, then immediately go
left to find another Sniper Rifle and another ladder. The ladder
leads to a slanted roof with less room to move, but is more

- defensive. Again, this is a great place to snipe from.

The final building features three exits-the upper exit leads up a
ramp to the second building, the middle exit allows you to
mount a charge up the ladder of the solitary building, and the
third exit is lower (at sea level), and provides quick and covered
escape from the planks below. Find the FSU-4 in the building.
This is a good place to pass through and has many ambush
points, but too many exits to be safe.

The smaller of the two balconies runs from the second building
(and the second Sniper Rifle), across the side of the third build-
ing, and then leads down to the solitary building. You have a
commanding view of the area from this balcony (of course,
you're also prone to attack], and this zone is great for lobbing
Grenades or running into any of the buildings. Near the Sniper
Rifle is a dark alcove at the back of the exterior ramp to the
third building. There’s Armor there. Only grab the Armor when
you’re not being followed-there’s little room to move.

The other balcony is U-shaped, and runs all the way around the
perimeter of the level from the second building to the solitary
one, with two ramps down to the planks, a number of boxes to
hide behind, and a ladder in the far corner leading down to a
third Sniper Rifle. The exposed nature of the balcony means you
should quickly run to better cover, or take cover behind the
boxes. However, if the enemy is in the planked area below, use
this balcony to attack from or use it as a jump-off point to a
lower level.

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Now comes the area at sea level. This huge planked section
houses a power-up under the bridge (you can wade in water,
but it slows you down terribly). On top of the bridge lies the
Grenade Launcher, in the most open area of the map. It's worth
grabbing the Launcher though, because it can fire to almost
any open area on the stage. You can get anywhere you want in
this area—there are numerous exits, and even a far corner to
snipe from. And if the sniper is bothering you from atop the
building, grab the Grenade Launcher, run to the side of the
building, and lob Grenades at him.

One of the most impressive feats of British engi-
neering, this combat zone has multiple levels,
many corridors, and a couple of large arenas
with many hiding places-however, the complex is
much smaller than it appears, thanks to crafty
architecture. This facility is used as the train-
ing area for using the Q-Claw.

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There are too many excellent places to hide and fire from on
this level to detail here, but we'll provide tips for each room,
starting at the end room. This is an excellent area in which to
wait for combat. There are three exits-the left and middle ones
(via the balcony), both leading to the central arena, and the
right exit heads down into an orange tunnel area. Under the
ramp to the balcony is a great spot to ambush from.

The orange tunnel area isn't the best place to run down,
because enemies have an advantage if they're on higher
ground. Fortunately, there’s a power-up and Rocket Launcher
here, and the narrow walls make Machine Gun combat an
excellent choice. From the initial room, head down to a doorway
in the left wall leading to the central zone. There’s another exit
at the far end.

The multi-level central area is the place for combat and
hiding. From the balcony in the initial chamber, there's
Armor, and then a narrow stone foundation on the right
leading to a power-up-G-Claw your way there. Then, G-
Claw up to the opposite corner, and lob Grenades or
Rockets on enemies below. With five exits, all roads lead
here. Just don’t spend too much time at the bottom of
the arena-you're an easy target.

——
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When you reach the central chamber from the balcony leading
from the initial room, turn left and head down the corridor. This
is one of the many doorways to this arena. Turn right to enter
a second mini-arena with many more places to stand and fight.
This area doesn’t have the Rocket Launcher like the main area
does, but the FSU-4 is an excellent second choice. You can
even G-Claw up above the doorway on the right and hang
there-one of many places for an ambush.

Take either the lower corner exit or the balcony doorway oppo-
site. After a short corridor romp, you enter the final chamber,
with another five exits to choose from! This is why it is easy to
get lost in this environment. One exit leads to the orange tun-

nel, three head back to the previous chamber, and one heads

back to the central arena.

Always take time to head for the central arena-it contains the
best weapons, plus there are three suits of Armor nearby.
When you get tired of Q-Clawing up ramps and zipping around
learning the level, visit the ultimate sniper location-the lights on
top of the central arena! Hold your Q-Claw in place and aim at
anyone that enters this domain.

Train passengers usually don’t venture into the wilds of
Scotland, and they especially avoid the train station at
Blackshaw Merse—partly because the surrounding area is off
limits to the public, but mainly because the station has been
turned into a sniper’s playground. There are two opposing sta-
tion buildings with a platform in the middle, and many places to
hide and plug from long distance. Your goal is to either guard
or take down a VIR, depending upon the whim of those control-
ling the death match.

The roof is by far the best place to be on this level. The roof
provides enough room to move and tag an opponent anywhere
on the level. The extra elevation means opponents on the
ground find it difficult to see you, but you must aim and fire at
foes on the opposite roof before they spot you. Stay on the
roof, changing position every once in a while, and use the chim-
neys as cover.

Move down into the interior of the building (which is identical on
each side). There are numerous windows to peep through along
the main corridor, which also features stairs leading to the roof.
Be forewarned however, that a rooftop sniper has the advan-
tage over a recently respawned player in this area, because it
is difficult to look up and locate snipers. Use the walls as cover
if you'’re being fired on, and rush up the steps without pausing.

s
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The short corridor at the front of each building is another good
sniping spot. Thanks to the windows overlooking the side and
the front of the platform, you can tag the VIP moments after
the train leaves. The extra width of this area makes it easier to
avoid sniper fire. Take care, though-snipers can hit you through
the walls.

The train platform isn't the wisest place to be. There’s a sniper
on the opposite building, so you're a sitting duck without the
cover the station provides. The alcove in one corner is a good
place to hide, and the back entrance to the interior of the sta-
tion is a great place to duck back into. However, the platform is
the easiest place to stand and take down the VIR, but standing
around is suicide. Seek cover at once!

When the train pulls away from the
station, find the steps down to the
track (diagonal from the station
entrance) and quickly step down.
Grab the ammunition pick-up, and then
go up the opposite steps. If you're

too slow, the train will hit you.

g
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You earn extra points for taking down the VIP and the picking
up his briefcase. When he exits the train, one sniper must pro-
tect, while the other must try to dispatch the VIP (he’s carrying
a suitcase). You are also sometimes charged with taking out
both the VIP and the other sniper. Simply aim from the area
that juts out from the roof on the right, aim down onto the plat-
form, and fire.

The ultra-secret Rocket Arena, the basis for MIB’s continuing
training in low gravity fighting, is not available to all operatives.
You must meet certain mission parameters before the British
government will allow you access to this zone. Once you have
access, you see that this is essentially one huge arena flanked
by two large doorways on each side. There’s also a raised tun-
nel entrance at each end. The entrances lead to a small under-
ground tunnel; however, these are grated and can’t be entered.
Here, you learn to aim and fire projectiles in low gravity once
this feature has been obtained. The following strategy should be
used when fighting in low-gravity conditions.



The arena itself is immense-larger than any open area you've
entered previously. The size enables you to target your enemy
as you slowly leap through the air. As soon as you spot a foe on
your radar, leap toward him, firing at where you think he'll be in
a couple of seconds. Anather approach is to leap to the side,
then turn and aim as you move.

Judge where an enemy is likely to land, and have a Rocket deto-
nating when the enemy gets there. You must jump, especially over
the heads of your opponents, and then aim down and blast them.

The corners of the lower area and the tops of the doorways
along the side of the arena are choice places to lie in wait.
Until your opponent figures out where you are, you can leap up,
spin around, crouch to make yourself smaller, and fire away.

Visit the two tunnel entrances at either side of the
arena-there’s a suit of Armor on the roof of each tunnel
entrance. With the Armor, you can take a couple of extra
splash damage hits, but nothing directly. Remain on the roof,
especially if your opponent is close by and can’'t see you-then
leap off the raised area, turning to fire at the enemy.

Don’t look to the tunnel as an escape route-it's likely to be a
deathtrap instead. Running down the ramp and into the central
area does allow you to pick up the only power-up on the level,
but it also lets your foe know where you are, and he’ll be ready
with a Rocket as you climb back up the ramp. Switch directions
and return the way you came, spinning around a couple of
times first so the enemy doesn’'t know which end you appear
from. Jump out of the tunnel as soon as you can!

In the exact center of the zone is a hole in the ground. If you
drop through it, you land on top of a power-up. However, the
dip before the hole makes lining up the drop problematic.

The dip slows you down and allows the enemy more than
enough time to tag you. Leave this hole alone-there are quicker
and safer ways to enter the sublevel by running down the
ramped areas.
